Please adhere to the set-up times listed. In case of weather or unforeseen circumstances, additional time may be
needed by TVAL volunteers to address any issues for the event.

TVAL personnel will be in specific shirts or orange vests. They are available for assistance and information during the event.
Please access the Park from the right North bound lane on Taft Ave. Turn right just past the Fire Station into North Lake Park.

Bring your Registration receipt to the TVAL Information Booth, Aug 6 or stop at the Registration Table at the Park entrance Saturday
morning August 7. You must be registered to receive your Show Packet and Parking Permit.

Permit must be visibly displayed on the mirror of your vehicle to access the Park during the show. One permit will be issued per
paid vendor. Security will be provided the nights of August 6th & 7th in the craft area only.

Taft Ave. adjacent to the Park is designated a 20 minute unloading zone Friday Aug. 6 & Saturday, August 7, 6 AM to 9 AM. After
that time tickets may be issued and vehicle towed at owner’s expense. (This is enforced your safety as well as the publics).

North Lake Park street is a 20 minute unloading zone Friday, August 6, 9 AM to 7 PM, and Saturday, August 7, 6 AM to 9AM.
Unload at curbside then move immediately to a designated parking area. Larger vehicles, motor homes, trailers, etc, are required to
park in the designated areas of North Lake Park. Persons unwilling to do so will be asked to find outlying accommodations. Vehicles
other than TVAL or City Personnel without an access permit will be ticketed and towed at owners expense.

Unloading assistance is available Fri. August 6, 9 AM to 7 PM, Sat. Aug 7, 6 AM to 9 AM, & loading Sun. Aug. 8, 4 PM to 8 PM.
No left turns will be allowed into the Park from Southbound Taft Ave. after 6 AM August 7th.
